This truly unique adventure is suitable for people 
aged 14 and up, and is designed to be both physically and mentally challenging.

Leeuwin II is a working ship. This means that everyone onboard is required to participate fully in the daily operations 
and workings of the ship such as setting sails, hauling lines, standing watch during the day and night, taking the helm, 

are also expected to help out with a daily ship clean and galley duties if needed.

The ship sleeps 40 participants in basic yet 
comfortable accommodation. The ship also sails with 
5 permanent and up to 10 volunteer crew members.
